· Tell your story, give us a sense of you, show us your passion

· Explain anything the committee might question about other parts of the application packet – e.g. transcripts, work experience, missing blocks of time, etc.

· Informal

· Conversational style
· Personal – i.e., convey a sense of your personality

· Punctuation

· Grammar
